(Galatians 6:7) Be not deceived;
God is not mocked: for whatso-
ever a man soweth, that shall he
also reap.

ergy, or to make fresh again (a person, the mind or spirit).
The Hebrew term 'naphash’ denotes to breathe upon, to
breathe fresh (as if by a current of air). God breathed into
man His breath of life, then He refreshed Himself with rest—
man then, must also refresh himself with rest as God did.

Jesus told His disciples "sleep on now, and take your

rest." (Matt. 26:45) In that passage of Scripture, they would
soon face a very taxing experience, and He knew they would
require strength and mental stability—two benefits of rest!
Rest is not only for restoration, but is also for preparedness,
and it is important to health and well-being. We must rest in
order to relax, we must relax in order to sleep well and be
refreshed!

Sleep is the natural periodic suspension of conscious-
ness during which the powers of the body are restored,
and the nervous system is inactive and the muscles are
relaxed. So what is the progression? Rest, Relaxation
and sleep are all progressive stages towards refresh-
ment. Remember our first Scripture, the Lord "rested
and was refreshed"” (Ex. 31:17), but Scripture also tells us
that God "does not sleep nor slumber” (Ps. 121:3,4), thus
itis possible to be refreshed just by resting. We all need
to follow the counsel of Jesus to His disciples. He said to
them "come ye yourselves apart into a desert place, and
rest a while" (Mk. 6:31). Notice Jesus and His disciples
went to a place of seclusion to rest—it is important that
you seek a place free from distraction and potential in-
terruptions to rest—a quiet place! Jesus told His disci-
ples "Sleep on now, and take your rest' but He says to us
"Come unto me, all ye that labor, and are heavy laden,
and I will give you rest." Accept His invitation and be
refreshed; take time to rest!
