The Law could threaten physical death for disobedience, but 

the New Covenant threatens spiritual death (Cf. Gal. 3:23-24). 

 

B. Neglect disrespects the confirmed ____________ 

witness (2:3b-4). God validated Jesus' message through 

the apostles with miraculous sign and wonders and spiritual 

gifts (Cf. Acts 14:3).
