This means each guest will be
taken to their stands prior to

each hunt and each guest will
be picked up at their stand at
the end of each hunt.

Stands will most likely be lock-
on and ladder stands on known
travel areas.

Fach stand will be baited with
corn (legal now in AL).

Fathers and Sons must sit
together.

There will be no stalking and no tracking of any
animals without a guide present.

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HUNTING LICENSE

* Prior to allowing anyone to hunt, each attendee will be
required to:

* Sign a liability waiver
 Show a Valid Hunting License for the state of AL.

* An Alabama hunting license is available for purchase on-line
(non-resident 3 Day = $142.00 and is valid for 72 hours from
purchase).

* You will also need a Baiting Permit (551.85)
* Ifthesonisunder 16, he will need a free H.E.L.P permit.

* Note - If you violate a game law, we will call the game warden
and you will be asked to leave the retreat without refund.



HARVEST DETAILS

* During the retreat, each
hunter will be allowed to
harvest 1 buck (see antler
restrictions) and 1 doe.

* During the retreat, each
hunter will be allowed to
harvest unlimited hogs.
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All Bucks Harvested Must Have at least
4 points on one side and inside
spread of at least 15 inches.

 The penalty for shooting a buck with less
than the required minimum is $150 donation
to Ironman Outdoors for bucks greater than
14 inches wide. $S300 donation for bucks less
than 14 inches wide.

« Payment will be collected before you leave
the retreat.

 We will have a place to
skin and clean your
harvest but we suggest
that you bring a cooler to
transport any meat
harvested.

* No cleaning fees or tips
are expected but help
with cleaning your
harvest is welcomed.
