T Confession and Absolution T 
 

P If we say we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. 

C But if we confess our sins, God, who is faithful and just, will forgive our sins and 

cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 

 
Silence for reflection on God’s Word and for self-examination. 

 

P Let us then confess our sins to God our Father. 

C Most merciful God, we confess that we are by nature sinful and unclean. We have 

sinned against You in thought, word, and deed, by what we have done and by what 

we have left undone. We have not loved You with our whole heart; we have not 

loved our neighbors as ourselves. We justly deserve Your present and eternal 

punishment. For the sake of Your Son, Jesus Christ, have mercy on us. Forgive us, 

renew us, and lead us, so that we may delight in Your will and walk in Your ways 

to the glory of Your holy name. Amen. 

 

P Almighty God in His mercy has given His Son to die for you and for His sake forgives 

you all your sins. As a called and ordained servant of Christ, and by His authority, I 

therefore forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father and of the T Son and of the 

Holy Spirit.

NEW TESTAMENT READING  Acts 5:12–20 
 12Now many signs and wonders were regularly done among the people by the hands of the 

apostles. And they were all together in Solomon’s Portico. 13None of the rest dared join them, 

but the people held them in high esteem. 14And more than ever believers were added to the 

Lord, multitudes of both men and women, 15so that they even carried out the sick into the 

streets and laid them on cots and mats, that as Peter came by at least his shadow might fall on 

some of them. 16The people also gathered from the towns around Jerusalem, bringing the sick 

and those afflicted with unclean spirits, and they were all healed. 

 17But the high priest rose up, and all who were with him (that is, the party of the 

Sadducees), and filled with jealousy 18they arrested the apostles and put them in the public 

prison. 19But during the night an angel of the Lord opened the prison doors and brought them 

out, and said, 20“Go and stand in the temple and speak to the people all the words of this 

Life.”

7Behold, he is coming 

with the clouds, and every eye will see him, even those who pierced him, and all tribes of the earth 

will wail on account of him. Even so. Amen.

HOLY GOSPEL  John 20:19–31 
P The Holy Gospel according to St. John, the twentieth chapter. 

C Glory to You, O Lord. 

  

 19On the evening of that day, the first day of the week, the doors being locked where the disciples 

were for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood among them and said to them, “Peace be with you.” 
20When he had said this, he showed them his hands and his side. Then the disciples were glad when 

they saw the Lord. 21Jesus said to them again, “Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, even so 

I am sending you.” 22And when he had said this, he breathed on them and said to them, “Receive the 

Holy Spirit. 23If you forgive the sins of anyone, they are forgiven; if you withhold forgiveness from 

anyone, it is withheld.” 

 24Now Thomas, one of the Twelve, called the Twin, was not with them when Jesus came. 25So the 

other disciples told him, “We have seen the Lord.” But he said to them, “Unless I see in his hands the 

mark of the nails, and place my finger into the mark of the nails, and place my hand into his side, I 

will never believe.” 

 26Eight days later, his disciples were inside again, and Thomas was with them. Although the doors 

were locked, Jesus came and stood among them and said, “Peace be with you.” 27Then he said to 
Thomas, “Put your finger here, and see my hands; and put out your hand, and place it in my side. Do 

not disbelieve, but believe.” 28Thomas answered him, “My Lord and my God!” 29Jesus said to him, 
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“Have you believed because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have 

believed.” 

 30Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of the disciples, which are not written in this 

book; 31but these are written so that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that 

by believing you may have life in his name.
