NEW TESTAMENT READING 2 Peter 3:1-12

3 This is now the second letter that | am writing to you, beloved. In both of them I am stirring up your
sincere mind by way of reminder, 2 that you should remember the predictions of the holy prophets and
the commandment of the Lord and Savior through your apostles, ®knowing this first of all, that
scoffers will come in the last days with scoffing, following their own sinful desires.  They will say,
“Where is the promise of his coming? For ever since the fathers fell asleep, all things are continuing as
they were from the beginning of creation.” ® For they deliberately overlook this fact, that the heavens
existed long ago, and the earth was formed out of water and through water by the word of God, ©and
that by means of these the world that then existed was deluged with water and perished. 7 But by the
same word the heavens and earth that now exist are stored up for fire, being kept until the day of
judgment and destruction of the ungodly.

8 But do not overlook this one fact, beloved, that with the Lord one day is as a thousand years, and a
thousand years as one day. ° The Lord is not slow to fulfill his promise as some count slowness, but is
patient toward you, not wishing that any should perish, but that all should reach repentance. 1° But the
day of the Lord will come like a thief, and then the heavens will pass away with a roar, and the
heavenly bodies will be burned up and dissolved, and the earth and the works that are done on it will
be exposed.

1 Since all these things are thus to be dissolved, what sort of people ought you to be in lives of
holiness and godliness, ' waiting for and hastening the coming of the day of God.

HOLY GOSPEL  Luke 20:9-20
(P) The Holy Gospel according to St. Luke, the twentieth chapter.
Glory to You, O Lord.

9[Jesus] began to tell the people this parable: “A man planted a vineyard and let it out to
tenants and went into another country for a long while. *®When the time came, he sent a
servant to the tenants, so that they would give him some of the fruit of the vineyard. But the
tenants beat him and sent him away empty-handed. *And he sent another servant. But they
also beat and treated him shamefully, and sent him away empty-handed. ?And he sent yet a
third. This one also they wounded and cast out. **Then the owner of the vineyard said, ‘What
shall I do? I will send my beloved son; perhaps they will respect him.” **But when the tenants
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saw him, they said to themselves, ‘This is the heir. Let us kill him, so that the inheritance may
be ours.” *°And they threw him out of the vineyard and killed him. What then will the owner
of the vineyard do to them? 1He will come and destroy those tenants and give the vineyard to
others.” When they heard this, they said, “Surely not!” *’But he looked directly at them and
said, “What then is this that is written:

“The stone that the builders rejected
has become the cornerstone’?

18Everyone who falls on that stone will be broken to pieces, and when it falls on anyone, it
will crush him.”

The scribes and the chief priests sought to lay hands on him at that very hour, for they
perceived that he had told this parable against them, but they feared the people. °So they
watched him and sent spies, who pretended to be sincere, that they might catch him in
something he said, so as to deliver him up to the authority and jurisdiction of the governor.
