Philosophy of Education

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Student Rights

Students have the right to appeal decisions that affect them. Victorious Living Bible Institute
(VLBI) strives to establish policies and practices that minimize the need for grievances. However,
recognizing that not all students will perceive policies as equitable, we have implemented these
processes to address any concerns that may arise.

Objectives

1. Students will be treated respectfully throughout the grievance process.

2. The issue will be resolved as quickly as possible, at the most accessible administrative
level, with minimal disruption to the student’s educational progress and without negative
consequences for any party involved.

3. Filing a grievance will not delay the student’s academic goals or result in bias against them.
4. The process will lead to a fair resolution for all parties.
5. The outcome will align with the mission of the Institute, uphold educational standards, and

not diminish the student’s educational experience.

Student Code of Conduct

o Attendance: Virtual students must attend 80% of live classes.
o Worship: Students are expected to remain active in a local church.
o Assignments: Must be completed on time as outlined in the course syllabus.

o Dismissal: May occur due to policy violations or unsatisfactory progress.

Admissions

o Undergraduate: High school diploma or GED required
o Graduate: Bachelor’s degree with GPA of 2.5 or higher

o Students may transfer credits, complete Bible Knowledge Exams, or submit LEAP portfolios
for life experience credit

Academic Expectations

o Minimum GPA: 2.0 (Undergraduate), 3.0 (Graduate)
o Coursework is to be completed within 6-8 weeks per class

o Grades below a “C” are not acceptable for credit
