10. Ready to meet the Lord at his return for his church.

7. You will be given an opportunity to express your       

     opinions about the classes at the completion of the course.
8. You are expected read all scriptures as positive proof texts. 

9. Near the end of the course, the instructor should allow you  

     to write out your personal testimony on when and how 
    you came to know Jesus Christ as your savior. Also, if you 

    have already experienced the Baptism with the Holy Spirit, 

    you should be given an opportunity to give your testimony.
