                               Salvation   Means

Salvation- The Hebrew and Greek words for salvation mean and imply the ideas of deliverance, safety, preservation, healing and soundness. The word salvation has three tenses: past, present and future.

                                   Past Tense

The Christian has been saved from the guilt and penalty of sin’s consequences when born again or continued repentance, confession and forgiveness.

                               Present Tense

The Christian is saved from the habit and dominion of sin and is being saved in an ongoing way from both of them.

This is called sanctification or being holy. God has set you apart from this world to worship and serve him.

                          Future Tense
The Christian will be saved at the Lords return from his wrath of judgment and the results of sin upon this world.
