                          Baptism in the Holy Spirit,

Staying filled with the Holy Spirit, Fruit of the Holy Spirit,

 Understanding Pentecostal Worship, Praise & Ministry
The Holy Spirit is the third person of the God Head.

The God Head consists of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. These three are normally called the Trinity.
There are three in one God Head.  I john 4:12-16, I Peter 1:2, Hebrews 9:14,  I Peter 1:17,-21-22, I Thessalonians 1:3-6,  Ephesians 4:3-6, Galatians 4:6, 2 Corinthians 13:14,                        I Timothy 2:5, St. John 14:1-26, Acts 2:32-33
Jesus said in St. John 16:7-15, that he would send another comforter to take his place with his disciples. The comforter is the Holy Spirit that would be sent to the church on the day of Pentecost.  Acts 2:1-4

This was the beginning of what is called the Church Age or

The Age of Grace. This outpouring of God’s Spirit upon 

his people in the upper room. Is considered the time of the 

beginning of the Church. 

The scriptures teach that Jesus would be the one who would 

Baptize with the Holy Spirit and he would be the one to send the Holy Spirit to his Church. Matthew 3:11-12, Mark 1:8, St. John 14:16-17, Luke 24:49, St John 7:37-39, Acts1:5
The purpose of the Baptism in the Holy Spirit into the born again blood washed believer in Christ is:

1. To be empowered for service/witnessing in the Kingdom work. Acts 1:8
2. To be given more of the Comforter to help us live the Christian life. St. John 14:16-18

Note: the Comforter means one called alongside to help.
           The Holy Spirit is called along side to help you.
3. He will be a Divine Teacher to the Christian. St. John 14:26

4. He will bring all things that Christ said to your remembrance.  St John 14:26 ( this is also why we study)

5. He will guide you into all Truth. St. John 16:13

5. He will enable you to pray in the Spirit to the Heavenly Father. Romans 8:26, I Corinthians 14:2,14-15
6. Christians who have ever been used by God with any of the Spiritual Gifts listed in I Corinthians 12:1-11. Have testified of first being Baptized with the Holy Spirit. 

7. This experience and empowerment is God’s written will.

Examples of New Testament believers being Baptized with the Holy Spirit. 
1. Acts 2:1-4

2. Acts 8:14-17
3. Acts 9:17

4. Acts 10:44-48

5. Acts 19:1-7

These great examples all show that after the Holy Spirit’s immersion into each believer. Each believer spoke in other tongues. This is the normal Biblical evidence of the Baptism in the Holy Spirit. 

                        Led be the Holy Spirit of God
The Holy Spirit is in the believer at the moment of his/her salvation. No one can come to the Heavenly Father unless the Spirit of God draws him and you yield to that drawing. 

Also, the born again believer receives his/her new birth because of the regeneration of their spirit from the Holy Spirit. Remember we are spirit, soul and body. I Thess.5:23
However, after the Baptism of the Holy Spirit, is the next level or depth of the Spirit of God within us.

We are then able to be more sensitive to God’s leading in our lives.

The Bible states the “For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.” Romans 8:14

“The Spirit itself(Himself) beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God.” Romans 8:16

“The spirit of man is the candle of the Lord, searching all the inward parts of the belly.” Proverbs 20:27

Remember Jesus said “If any man thirst let him come unto me and drink. He that believeth on me as the scripture hath said out of his belly (heart) shall flow rivers of living water.

The part of the man that is born again is the spirit of man. My spirit has been given eternal life. My mind is renewed by reading and hearing the word of God. 

… “But though our outward man perish, yet the inward man is renewed day by day.” 2 Corinthians 4:16

The inward man is my spirit. My spirit is renewed day by day.

“ But let it be the hidden man of the heart, in that which is not corruptible, even the ornament of a meek and quiet spirit which is in the sight of God of great price.” I Peter 3:4

When the Bible speaks of the heart, it is speaking of the spirit of man. This is the inward man.

                      Staying filled with the Holy Spirit
“ And be not drunk with wine in which is excess but be filled with the Spirit. Speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord. Giving thanks always for all things unto God and the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ.”   Ephesians 5: 18-20

This is a key scripture to show us God’s will concerning staying filled with the Holy Spirit. This is something that we do to stay filled with God’s Spirit.  
Private worship or public worship with others contributes greatly to staying filled with the Holy Spirit.

God will do his part in us if we do our part for him.

                                Fruit of the Holy Spirit

The fruit of the Holy Spirit in our lives is a noticeable indicator of God having more of our life and his Spirit abiding in us.
“The fruit of the Spirit is Love, Joy, Peace, Long-suffering,

Gentleness, Goodness, Faith, Meekness, and Self- Control against such there is no law.

If we live in the Spirit let us also walk in the Spirit.”
