Adoption—the act of god receiving you into his family as his child, making you his heir with all the privileges and rights.

Galatians 4:5

Atonement—to cover, specifically the covering of man’s sin by the Blood of Christ when he shed his blood on the cross. 

Exodus 12:13

Advocate—one who helps another, as a lawyer or legal counselor: one who represents another or pleads another’s case.

Jesus is our advocate to the Heavenly Father.  I John 2:1

Antichrist—one who is against Christ, but more specifically that powerful person who is revealed to the world after the rapture of the church takes place and he who will exalt himself as God in the Temple of God.  Matthew 24:15, Revelation 13:14,15

Apostasy—the departure or abandonment of the faith and the doctrines of the Word of God.   2 Thessalonians 2:3
Armageddon—the last great battle at the end of the age when Christ returns to Judge and stop that battle.  Revelation 16:16

Beatitude—a declaration of blessedness (happy). The Beatitudes were given in the sermon on the Mount.  Matthew 5:3-11

 Christ---- The Anointed one

  Jesus---   Savior 

Christian---- A devoted follower of Jesus Christ.

Consecrate—to dedicate a person or thing to worship and service of God.

Dispensation—a block of time or era of time in which God reveals himself to man in a certain way.

Divine Healing—God’s supernatural intervention in the laws of health and healing to bring healing. The Bible declares that Christ is the Healer and that there is healing for the spirit, soul and body.

James 5:14,15  Psalms 103:3   Isaiah 53:5

Elect—the chosen ones of God.

St. John 15:16,19
Foreknowledge—an attribute of God where by He knows all things before they ever occur.

Grace—the unmerited and undeserved favor of God.

John 3:16  Romans 12:1

Holiness—the sanctity and separation from all that is sinful, impure and immoral.   Romans 12:1

Holy Spirit or Holy Ghost—the third person of the triune God Head with all the attributes of God. Also called the Comforter.

Matthew 28:19

Imputation—to put on the account of another. Isaiah 53:6 

Romans 4:6-25

Incarnation—the act of God assuming flesh. Specifically the Son of God assuming human flesh and the human nature.

I Timothy 3:16

    Intercession—to stand between for another.

Jesus makes intercession to the Heavenly Father for us and on our behalf. Christians make intercessions for others as we carry the needs of others to God in prayer.

Judgment—Christians will be rewarded at the Great White Throne Judgment. The Judgment of our sins on the cross at Calvary. The Judgment seat of Christ (Christians will be rewarded),The Great White Throne Judgment  (where the unsaved will be judge). I Corinthians 2:12-15, Romans 14:12
Justification—to be made right, Just-as-if-I’d-never-sinned”

Millennium—the thousand years when Christ will reign on earth after the Great Tribulation period. Revelation 20

Ordinances—prescribed statutes or ceremonial regulations such as Water Baptism, the Lord’s Supper and the Washing of the Saints Feet. 
Passover—the commemoration of the deliverance of the children of Israel from Egypt, the Passover lamb offered for the sins of mankind on Calvary. Exodus 12:7

Pentecost, Pentecostal—The Jewish feast occurring fifty days after the Passover. The celebration of the coming of the Holy Spirit on the day of Pentecost.  Pentecostals are Christians who believe that the experience of the  Baptism of the Holy Spirit with the evidence of speaking in other tongues as described the Acts 2:4 is present today.

Rapture—means to be caught up, the catching away of the church in I Thessalonians 4:13-18

Reconciliation—the restoration to fellowship between God and man. Romans 5:10

Redemption—the act of buying back, the purchasing of a slave to set him free. Romans 3:24, I Peter 1:18-19

Regeneration—to be born again, the change brought in the heart of mankind be a supernatural act of God, the partaking of the divine nature. Titus 3:5and 2 Peter 1:4

Repentance—a change of one’s mind and heart toward God that involves confessing and forsaking sin. Matthew 3:2, Acts 2:38

Restitution—to set in order again, a biblical principle of correcting relationships or returning stolen property.

Resurrection—to be raised from the dead back to life.

 Matthew 17:23, Daniel 12:2 

Righteousness—The character of being made right or just. Matthew 5:6, 6:33

Sanctification—separation form the secular, worldly and sinful and the setting apart for a sacred holy purpose. Hebrews 13:12, I Thessalonians 4:7, I Timothy 2:15

Second Coming—the return of Jesus Christ to the earth to reign one thousand years on earth. (can include the coming of Christ to rapture his church), I Thessalonians 4:16, Revelation 14:17-20 and 20:4-6
Tithing—the giving of a tenth of one’s income to God through the church. Genesis 14:20, Leviticus 27:30-33, Malachi 3:10,  Matthew 23:23 

Transfigure—to change into another form, to be transformed. 

Matthew 17:2, Mark 9:2

Trinity—the term which expresses the unity of three persons in one God head, revealed as the Father, son and Holy Spirit. 

Galatians 3:30, John 8:58, Matthew 3:16, 2 Corinthians 13:14

Virgin Birth—the birth of Jesus Christ to the Virgin Mary, in which there is no earthly Father, she conceived supernaturally by the Holy Spirit. Matthew 1:18-25, Luke 1:26,27

Worldliness—an inordinate affection to this worlds system and lusts thereof. I John 2:15-17, James 4:4

Worship—the Honoring of God in awe with prayer, gifts, singing,  bible study and Holy lifestyle. John 4:24
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
