The New Testament has its doctrine statement as foundational to all other doctrine statements.     
The New Testament basic doctrine statement is found in Hebrews 6:1-2.  Each local church should understand these first principles of Christ as written in the book of Hebrews. 
It is normal for local churches and other ministries to add doctrine beliefs to their list.
