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DIRECTIONS TO CALVARY CHRISTIAN SCHOOL
From Stafford:  Take Rt. 1 to the light at Rt. 1 and Joplin Road by the Iwo Jima

Memorial.  Take a left and then make a quick right onto Inn Street.  Inn Street makes a sharp left; follow it for about one-half mile to Triangle Baptist Church. Park and enter at the school's entrance at the far end of the facility by the playground.

From Woodbridge/Dumfries via US 1:  Take Rt. 1 to the intersection of Rt. 1 and Joplin Road by the Iwo Jima Memorial.  Take right at light and then make another quick right onto Inn Street.  Inn Street makes a quick left; follow it for about one-half mile to Triangle Baptist Church.  Park and enter at the school's entrance at the far end of the facility by the playground.

From I-95 North or South:  Go to the Quantico/Triangle exit.  Go toward Triangle, but take the first left before you get to the stop light at Rt. 1.  This looks like you are going into a hotel lot.  Make another quick left onto Inn Street.  Follow Inn Street for about one-half mile to Triangle Baptist Church.  Park and enter at the school's entrance at the far end of the facility by the playground.

From Quantico:  Exit main gate of Quantico.  Go across Rt.1, but be prepared to take the first right onto Inn Street.  This looks like you are going into a hotel lot.  Make another quick left; go about one-half mile, you will find Triangle Baptist Church. Park and enter at the school's entrance at the far end of the facility by the playground.

GUIDELINES FOR OUR BIBLE TEACHING

Our goal, as we teach Bible, is to create a thirst for the Word of God - the Living Word, the Lord Jesus Christ, and the written Word, the Bible.  The following guidelines will help us as we teach in our classrooms:

1.
Present the major indisputable doctrines of the Bible boldly; e.g., sin, salvation, and the deity of Christ.

2.
When subject questions arise on which born-again believers differ (such as modes of baptism, tongues, baptism of the Holy Spirit, healing, etc.), we are certain to explain that various views exist.  Rather than presenting our own personal convictions on the matter, we let the Scriptures speak for themselves and encourage students to study what the Bible says about the matter.  We pray that the Holy Spirit will give them understanding according to His perfect timing.

3.
We remember that as teach your student(s), it is the Holy Spirit's job to actually do the teaching.  The Holy Spirit is truly at work when Jesus Christ is exalted (John 16:3, 14).  We want to center on the person, ministry, and work of Christ.


We thank God that during our first twenty-five years of operation, doctrine has not become a divisive issue.  We wait under the Lordship of Christ, allowing His Spirit to lead us in the area of Bible teaching.  With over twenty churches represented at Calvary Christian School, this is essential to show the unity of Christ's body of believers.
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“Train up a child in the way he should go; and when he is old,

CURRICULUM

Calvary Christian School uses the Abeka Curriculum as its basic outline of study as the backbone for study.  This curriculum has been developed, refined, and used in Christian schools for the last fifty years.  Because of its long history, the Abeka material has set the standard for excellence within Christian education across the country. Because all curriculum has strengths and weaknesses, we supplement this program with other teaching curriculum such as Bob Jones and The Association of Christian School International, when we see that an individual, class, or subject area need a change from ABeka. Colorful workbooks and textbooks bring learning alive to the students that attend Calvary Christian School. If you have specific questions regarding the material used for instruction, please be sure to bring it up at your initial interview for admission.

Our curriculum provides for a traditional classroom setting.  Table and chairs are used in the kindergartens, and one-piece desks or tables and chairs are used in the elementary grades, middle, and high school.


Our three and a half, four, and five-year-old kindergarten reading program is phonics-based.  By learning the sound that each letter makes, students have a strong basis for reading by the end of their four-year old kindergarten year.  Basic counting, number recognition, and math skills are also taught to the three and a half and four-year-old students.  The five-year old program reinforces the material taught in the four's program, and then extends it in both the phonics and numbers areas.  A detailed breakdown of the areas covered in our kindergarten program is included on the following pages.  It is our goal to have each student reading by the time he or she leaves the four or five-year- old program.


Our elementary curriculum (1st-6th) is very aggressive in the areas of math and language skills.  We feel that these two areas are extremely important for our students' future academic success, as well as success after leaving school.  Drill and detailed study are required in each subject area.  The science and history books are oriented to the Word of God - something missing from secular text books.


Our middle school (7th-8th) program is designed to provide our teachers with flexible class scheduling, and to teach students the skills needed to be successful high school and college students.  At this level, it is especially important for the faculty and parents to help develop a very positive Spiritual environment on campus. It is from the foundation that strong social and academics will flow. We use the ABeka Curriculum for most major subject areas.  These years of school serve to prepare the students as excellent readers with refined study skills and strong communicators, both through writing and verbal presentation. We also seek to develop strong over-all math conceptualization understanding which is accompanied by exceptional computational and problem-solving skills. Students in 8th grade may be recommended for high school level mat: Algebra 1 and earn high school course credit. Our Domestic or International Mission and Cultural Studies Courses (DMCS or IMCS) are available for 8th grade students who participate in the Calvary’s Impact Mission Program and who meet the additional requirements of the course which are established at the beginning of the trip preparation.

The Calvary Christian School High School represents a very special place for preparation for the student’s life after high school. The curriculum is a college preparatory program of study. The courses offered and required for graduation are based on the Prince William County  Schools guidelines for graduation plus up to five additional credits. Please see the “High School Graduation Requirements” section of this book for exact details. The curriculum used at the high school level includes Abeka, Bob Jones, Apologia, and outside text material.  The level of expectation in high school is far greater than in middle school. Students are expected to take personal responsibility for their engagement in the learning process with diligent study and class preparation. While academic study is important to post-high school success, a direct focus on spiritual and social growth is equally important. This means that these areas will be equally addressed as part of the high school process and program. 
  
An individual high school program of study will be developed with the parents and student upon admission to Calvary Christian School.  The program will outline the classes that must be completed each year prior to graduation which generally follows Prince William County requirements, but also includes four years of Bible credits.  It will also plan the extra “resume builders” that college and university admission officers are seeking to provide admission. These may include church leadership, volunteer work, scouting, missions work such as the school’s Calvary’s Impact International and Domestic Missions Programs, internships, summer camp work, employment, sports, church work, and college summer attendance.

Calvary Christian School is pleased to work with Northern Virginia Community College, as well as other well-known universities, to provide joint high school/college credit to our juniors and seniors when classes are taken at the NOVA or online.  For juniors and seniors who have successfully met admission screening and who area approved by the Calvary Christian School’s administration and their chosen school of higher learning, Calvary Christian School will pay $200 per course for up to two courses in the junior year and four courses the senior year of high school.  This program is intended to meet the needs of the most outstanding students at Calvary Christian School. Using this program will help transition our high school students from a high school environment to a college environment.  While the program is optional, students who use the full program will graduate from Calvary Christian School with their first full semester of college completed.  Parents are responsible for all book fees and tuition above the amount that is reimbursed for college courses. Transportation will be coordinated on a case by case basis.
  


Art, Music, P.E. and Computer will be taught as “Life Skills” courses on a quarterly basis to all students K4, K5, and 1st-12th grade.


A detailed listing of objectives for your student's grade level (K4, K5, 1st-12th grades), by subject, is included in the following pages.  It is our belief that the Abeka course of study, properly supplemented, places our students in an ideal position to excel after leaving Calvary Christian School. Please note that the listing below is the back-bone of study.  Each teacher adds substantial amounts of additional material to supplement to education of the students in their class. 11th Grade: Bible 11, Algebra 2, Language Arts 11, World History, Chemistry, Spanish 3, Life Skills (1/2 credit), Elective, Possible International or Domestic Mission Study Credit
12th Grade: Bible 12, Pre-Calculus, Language Arts 12, American Government (1/2 credit), Economics (1/2 credit), Physics, Life Skills (1/2 Credit), Elective, Possible International or Domestic Mission Study credit

Variations, including course increases and reductions, may occur depending on the individual student. If Northern Virginia Community College or another school of higher learning, the joint credit may replace the high school credit. 

Concerning Foreign languages:  Two years of two different languages may be taken to meet the advance requirement. For example: Two years of Spanish may be taken at CCS and two years of Latin may be taken at NOVA. Students who do not have English as their first language may test out of the Foreign Language requirements but may be required to take ESL in their place.

All educational work taken outside of Calvary Christian School must be approved in advance by the school administrator. This includes work done locally through NOVA, online through various universities, and home school credits. Advance approval will avoid disappointment should the classes not be needed or not meet the curriculum and academics standards required by the school. 
Diploma Type: Calvary Christian School offers advanced, standard, and modified standard diplomas. Generally, a decision is made initially upon enrollment on which type of diploma is being sought based on student and parent goals, past academic achievements, and other circumstances. Students entering Calvary Christian School in 10th grade and beyond, may have their choice of degree type more limited based upon the credits being transferred. The administration Calvary Christian School will do its best to assist students who have documented learning disabilities knowing that the Lord has a specific plan for each person.

GENERAL INFORMATION
QUARTERLY LIFE SKILLS CLASSES


All K4, K5 and 1st - 12th grade students attend “Life Skill” classes.  These include Art, PE, Music, and Computer.  Each student will attend approximately twenty specialized classes within each area.  This will be in addition to the work done in these areas by the main classroom teacher.  Our goal in the Life Skills classes is to help parents identify “gifted” areas that their child may have.  Parents may then consider additional ways to develop these gifts.

MIDDLE AND HIGH SCHOOL DOMESTIC AND INTERNATIONAL MISSIONS TRIPS

Each year, Calvary Christian School sponsors mission trips for interested students who meet spiritual, discipline and academic standards.  These trips provide a powerful tool that allows personal spiritual, social, and academic growth.  These trips represent a cornerstone of our middle and high school programs.  Students raise most of the funds for the trip through personal efforts and fund raisers.  Parents of 7th -12th graders are encouraged to speak to the administration regarding these trips during the initial interview process.

FIELD TRIPS


Each class will take field trips for fun and education.  We encourage parents to attend whenever possible. Parents will sign a form prior to each field trip releasing liability, and authorizing medical treatment if needed. While every effort will be made to help a student obtain a signed form, students who do not have a signed form may not attend the field trip. On occasion students that attend a field trip may be allowed to wear clothing other than their school uniform. Modesty and neatness in dress honor the Lord. Students who wear clothing that is not modest and neat will not be allowed on the field trip.  If in doubt on what is appropriate, please call the school. We do not want anyone left out of a field trip because of inappropriate dress.

SNOW POLICY AND HOLIDAYS


As with any school, there will be certain days when school will not be held. These include federal holidays, Christmas and Easter vacation, and snow days. The Administration will determine when the school will be closed, and the dates will be scheduled on the annual school calendar. In the event of an emergency or weather-related situation, emails will be sent to parents, a notice will be placed on the home page of the school web site, and parents will receive a text. Please visit the section of this school handbook related to emergency response and areas of responsibility of parents and the school. If you have questions regarding the Emergency Plan of Calvary Christian School, please contact the senior administrator.
LUNCH AND FRUIT BREAK


Each morning the students have "fruit break."  Each student needs to bring a piece of fruit daily. Please do not send fruit roll-ups or candy. Single serving canned fruit is acceptable if you send a plastic spoon.


Each student has a choice of bringing lunch or purchasing meals through our catering services. A monthly menu will be provided to parents. Lunches may be bought by enrolling in our annual lunch contract or by purchasing books of tickets. Books of ten tickets may be purchased in the school office for $ 45.00. No individual lunch tickets may be sold, and teachers will not be allowed to accept cash or checks when taking lunch orders in the morning. Please purchase books of tickets in our school office.


Parents may choose to allow their student(s) to have milk each day at lunch by enrolling at the beginning of the year in the school’s milk program. Current Annual Fee: $90.00
LUNCH VENDERS


All meals served at Calvary Christian School each full school day- Monday, Wednesday, and Thursday are provided by Montclair Family Restaurant located in on Dumfries Road in Dumfries, Virginia.  Meals includes hamburgers, subs, chicken with mashed potatoes, pasta dishes, etc. Tuesdays the school places an order with McDonald’s , Taco Bell, or Chic-fil-a. On Friday freshly made pizza is provided from a local vendor to our students. This is served with fruit slices and juice. Our lunch program is very popular with our students.

SUPPLIES


A list of supplies that will be needed will be sent home to each family in mid-July of each school year. We ask that you keep your student well stocked all year. Teachers will send reminders home to parents from time to time.

SICK STUDENTS


Please complete the health forms carefully in the registration package.  Do not send your student(s) to school if sick. We ask that all parents read the policy below on what we consider a “sick student”. We hope that the school and parents can work together to minimize the spread of illnesses at Calvary Christian School.


We also ask parents to be sure that their student(s) come to school well rested. We do not have room for multiple students to “nap” in the school office, so please watch this area carefully.

POLICY OF CONTAGIOUS SYMPTOMS


In the past, we have asked parents to keep sick students out of the classroom. This is for the protection of both other students and the faculty.  Please review the following detailed outline. This should help you make the BEST possible judgment on whether to send your student to school.


The school administrator will ask students having any of these symptoms to leave school:

( A temperature over 99 F orally.

( Vomiting.

( Diarrhea.  This is usually a sign of viral or bacterial infection.

( Drainage from the nose that is any color other than clear.  A thick yellow or green drainage is an indication of something more than a cold.

( Deep, congestive cough.  This is extremely contagious by way of saliva, and as we know, a child does not always cover his mouth.

( Conjunctivitis (“Pink Eye”).  Both eyes MUST be clear of any drainage before returning to school.

( Chicken Pox.  All sores must be crusted over.

( Any unexplained rash on body.


There must be two-way communication on any outbreak of lice, mumps, chicken pox, measles, or other major disease for the safety of the student body and Calvary Christian School staff. Children with fevers must stay home until the fever is normal for 24 hours.
IMMUNIZATION RECORD REQUIREMENT


Immunization requirements (excerpted from the Code of Virginia):

“No student shall be admitted by a school unless at the time of admission the student or his/her parent or guardian submits documentary proof of immunization to the admitting official of the school...”


Listed below are the required immunizations:

Diphtheria and Tetanus Toxoids and Pertussis Vaccine (DPT): For students less than seven years of age, a minimum of three doses of DPT, with one dose administered after the student’s 4th birthday (or fur doses of DPT regardless of when administered).  If any of these three doses must be administered on or after the seventh birthday, Td (adult tetanus toxoid full dose and diphtheria toxoid reduced dose) should be used instead of DPT.

Poliomyelitis Vaccine:  A minimum of three doses of trivalent, oral poliomyelitis vaccine (OPV), with one dose administered after the fourth birthday ® four doses of OPV regardless when administered). Four doses of inactivated poliomyelitis vaccine (OPV) shall be an acceptable alternative means of immunizing any child in whom the use of OPV is medically contraindicated.

Measles (Rubeola) Vaccine:  A minimum of one dose of attenuated (live) rubeola virus vaccine administered at age twelve months or older. Any measles immunization received after 1968 should be considered to have been administered using a live virus.

German Measles (Rubella) Vaccine:  A minimum of one dose of Rubella Virus vaccine administered at age twelve months or older.

Mumps Vaccine:  A minimum of one dose of mumps virus vaccine administered at age 12 months or older for students entering school on or after August 1, 1981.


Parents:  Please be sure that documentary proof of immunization is submitted to the School Office prior to the opening of school. Dates must be given in month, day, and year (no check marks).

TESTING PROGRAM


In addition to entrance tests, Calvary Christian School administers yearly standardized achievement tests (Stanford Achievement Test). Occasionally, other types of educational tests are used. We are always happy to share those results with you.

PRAYER


As the prayer ministry of Calvary Christian School develops, we ask you to have a vital part. Your consistent, earnest prayers for our students, our faculty, and other families will be honored by the Lord and answered according to His perfect will.  Please pray for the many needs of Calvary Christian School daily!


Each week, a group of mothers gathers at the school to pray for the needs of the students, staff, churches, and families of Calvary Christian School. The ministry of this group is vital to the school as they place our needs before the Lord. You are invited to contact the school office about the time and day that the group meets each week. We will also provide the name and phone number of the mom who heads this ministry. Please strongly consider becoming involved in this ministry.

PARENT - TEACHER COMMUNICATION

We strongly believe in the need for parents and teachers to be partners in the educational process. Parents are always welcome to visit in the classroom, and we appreciate it when a parent or teacher takes the initiative to arrange a conference. It is best that both parents (if possible based on the individual circumstance) attend parent teacher conferences to assure complete communication. Parents should also note that the teachers at Calvary Christian School work in pairs with their parent conferences. This means that the teacher plus one other faculty member will be in a meeting with parents.


We ask that parents schedule meetings rather than to take morning class time with “at the door conferences”. This allows the teacher time to meet the needs of all the students in the class. 

The administration of Calvary Christian School believes strongly in the biblical principles of communication as taught in Matthew 5 and 18. We are convinced that when one has been offended or has offended another, he should go immediately to the person involved to discuss that matter in love. We have seen relationships restored and new relationships develop when these precious principles are practiced between staff members, parents, and students. Our desire is that, as a school family, we would be committed to building up one another and confronting one another with a loving spirit.


A parent who has a concern about something occurring in the classroom, should go to the student’s teacher to resolve the matter first. In the event a parent believes that the administration needs to be involved, either the parent or teacher may bring an administrator into the process.

We appreciate your comments about any aspect of the school program and look forward to communicating with you often.

BEFORE AND AFTER SCHOOL CARE

In order that working parents can have their students attend the school, we offer before and after school care. The hours for these programs are as follows:



Before School - 
6:30 a.m. until 8:15 a.m.



After School -  
3:15 p.m. until 6:30 p.m. 


Please keep in mind that this is not a baby-sitting service in the sense that we desire provide this care to facilitate attendance at Calvary Christian School and to help parents to eliminate a pick-up connection after school when one is not available. Thus, before and after school care is provided only to students who attend CCS.  Your student(s) need you, so we ask parents to pick their student(s) up as soon as possible after work. The pricing for these services represent a fraction of what most providers charge. 

Fee for this service are included on the current year’s financial rates sheet.

DROP OFF AND PICK UP OF DAYCARE STUDENTS


Daycare students may be dropped off from 6:30 AM -8:15 AM.  All other non-daycare students should be dropped off after 8:15 AM but before 8:30 AM. All parents of half day students enrolled in our transition four and four-year old kindergarten program should be in the car line at 11:55 AM. All non-PM daycare students must be picked up between 3:00 and 3:15 PM by parents lining up in the car pool line. Students who remain after school past 3:15 PM are subject to after school daycare fees. Students who attend after school clubs do not accrue aftercare fees, but parents are asked to pick the student up promptly at the end of the club or event.
HOMEWORK


Homework is an essential element in the learning process.  It should be a time of reinforcement of things that have been taught in class. It also serves as “study time” for subjects that require memory work such as spelling. Finally, it is a method for teaching students personal responsibility.


As our school year progresses, our K4 and K5 students’ “homework” will take the form of reading with their parents. This should be a short 15 minutes of fun for both student and parent.

The following listing is a general outline of time we believe students will need to spend on their homework (exclusive of long term projects):


1st Grade - 20-25 minutes


5th Grade - 50-55 minutes


2nd Grade - 20-30 minutes

6th Grade - 55-60 minutes


3rd Grade - 30-35 minutes


7th Grade – 60-75 minutes


4th Grade - 35-40 minutes


8th Grade – 60-75 minutes







9th-12th Grade – 75-90 minutes


Most students will require less time than the amounts above. Parents whose student consistently average more than this amount of time over a two-week period or longer should contact their student’s teacher. 

Your support in this area is very important to your student’s success at Calvary Christian School.

REPORT CARDS AND INTERIM REPORTS


Report Cards will be sent home at the end of each grading period.  Students' work in each subject is evaluated with both an academic grade and an effort grade. Parents are contacted when their student starts having special difficulty in a subject so that we can work together to provide needed help. Special circumstances (weather, etc.) may arise that require a teacher to average less then a full quarter of work required by our curriculum. In this event, the work excluded from one quarter’s grades will be averaged into the next quarter’s grades.


Interim Reports are sent home at the end of the fifth week of each quarter. These reports are intended to inform parents and students of weak academic areas for that academic quarter. The following grading scales are used:

ATTENDANCE


We consider good attendance and arriving on time to school extremely important. If a student must miss school for a reason other than illness, we ask that parents contact the teacher in advance. We also appreciate it when parents arrange to have schoolwork picked up for their student. Students who miss seventeen (17) school days or more may not be promoted to the next grade.


We cannot stress enough the importance of students being on time. Bible is the first subject in each class. The devotions “set the tone” for that school day. When students miss this time, it can have a negative effect on the entire class. Please note that two tardies count as a full day of absence in the “17 Day Rule.”


When a student returns to school, a note should be sent explaining the reason for his/her absence.

This uniform code will be strictly enforced. Parents are asked to help us maintain high standards regarding uniforms. Only uniforms provided by Flynn and O’Hare may be worn by students  to avoid a color code and variations in cut and style of those colors. 

Students are expected to come to school clean and in proper uniform each school day. Uniforms that are damaged or have holes must be replaced.


In the event a student comes to school out of uniform, in a partial uniform, or in a nonconforming uniform, an "Out of Uniform" notice will be sent home with the student at the end of the day. In the event the student repeatedly comes to school out of uniform, the parents will be called to bring the appropriate clothing or pick up the student.


Additionally, boys will not be allowed to wear any jewelry except a watch, and must have neat collar-length hair or shorter. No "rat-tails", "exotic haircuts" or colors will be allowed.  Jean-jackets are discouraged. Girls must use modesty in use of jewelry. No makeup 6th grade or below. Modest use is permitted 7th grade and above. Girls will not be allowed to wear “exotic haircuts” or die their hair bright colors.

Please note that the school’s administration is aware that the Lord looks on the heart of a man rather than the exterior. The exterior standards are not a condition of God’s love for a person. We hold these attitudes as well.  Our uniform code exists to add to discipline, a spirit of unity, and provide a positive witness for the Lord. Please help us in this area.

DISCIPLINE POLICY OF CALVARY CHRISTIAN SCHOOL


The discipline policy of Calvary Christian School is an outgrowth and extension of the following principles:

1.
LOVE - The Christ of Calvary showed His love for each one of us by dying on the cross to redeem our sins. This ultimate example of love serves as the type of selfless love we should show one another. Therefore, all discipline at Calvary Christian School will be rooted in love.

2.
BOUNDARIES - The administration believes that before a student can be expected to obey rules that serve as school and classroom boundaries, the rules must be explained and clearly understood by the student.

3.
CONSISTENCY - We believe that classroom and school rules need to be consistent throughout each class and the school as a whole. Additionally, these guidelines need to be implemented in a consistent manner in order to be effective.

4.
THE PARENTS' AUTHORITY - Because each student is the responsibility of the parents, and Calvary Christian School is sharing in this responsibility through the education of the student, we will look to parents to help the school maintain an atmosphere conducive to learning.

5.
POSITIVE REINFORCEMENT - We have found that rewarding desired behavior is one of the best ways to maintain the desired behavior.


Based on these five principles, Calvary Christian School will operate with the following two discipline systems to provide an orderly school and classroom environment and achieve maximized learning.

REWARD SYSTEM:  Each classroom teacher will develop and implement a system that rewards positive behavior within the classroom. The rewards should come at an interval that is age appropriate. An example of this is a "good day" badge which would be awarded on daily to four-year-old students. This is a reward that is achievable in the mind of a four-year-old. A longer time-frame will be used as well as more substantial reward given as the students become older.

TALLY SYSTEM:  The Tally System has been used in many Christian schools with a large degree of success. This system is based on a pre-described set of classroom rules. These rules are consistent throughout all classrooms, and therefore can be implemented by any staff member. The acronym "HOW I ACT" describes the basis for behavior.

H - 
Hullabaloo - Unruliness and rowdiness.

O -
Out Of Order - Out of the seat at the wrong time, pushing in line, or some sort of other behavior that is known by the student to be unacceptable.

W - 
Work Not In - No homework or class work turned in.

I -
Intentional Disobedience - Purposely and knowingly not obeying a staff member in authority with a spirit of rebellion.

A -
Attitude Lacking - Verbalizing or showing an attitude that leads to poor performance or disrespect.

C -
Courtesy Lacking - Calling names, unmannerly conduct.

T -
Talking - Talking at a time that is known to be unacceptable, such as when a teacher is teaching a lesson.


During the first few weeks of each school year, all teachers will review this system with their students in order to be sure each student is aware of class rules. After this time, warnings will be given prior to a tally being given to a student. The physical tally is simply a piece of construction paper placed by the student's name. (Example:  A worm in an apple that has the student's name on it.) Tally reports will be sent home each week to parents along with tests, quizzes, and class work. This is also a means of continued communication between the teachers and parents.


The administration at Calvary Christian School HIGHLY recommends that parents respond to tallies in the following manner:

0-1 Tallies in a Week - Verbal praise with a possible reward system at home. We are working with students, and perfection (i.e., zero tallies) should not be expected.

2-4 Tallies in a Week - Encourage your student to pay closer attention to their behavior, but we recommend no disciplinary action at home.

5-9 Tallies in a Week - A problem exists.  Your attention to this situation is needed.  Minor discipline from you as well as encouragement is needed.

10+ Tallies in a Week - Students that receive 10+ Tallies in a week or 5+ Tallies in a day receive an office visit.  Parents will be called for a conference.  Repeated occurrences can result in suspension or expulsion.


It is very important that parents and teachers work together on the Tally System. If a parent disciplines a student (spanks) for one or two Tallies in a day or week, it will weaken our system. Teachers may be less likely to give a Tally to that student and consistency will be lost. We also recommend that Tallies by addressed on a weekly basis, not daily.


Please remember that warnings are given to a student in order to allow the student to correct their behavior. Also remember that this system exists to allow us to teach your student. It is NOT meant to be stringent or become rigid.  It is meant to be an orderly way to allow a teacher to control a class, thereby achieving academic goals. The system is further intended to develop character qualities that will help students grow into caring, responsible, loving individuals.


One final note:  You have probably noticed that we rely heavily on your support. We need you to believe in and back up our teachers. We pray that through a loving and caring team effort, our goals will be reached.

Based on these five principles, Calvary Christian School will operate with the following two discipline systems in order to provide an orderly school and classroom environment and achieve maximized learning.

REWARD SYSTEM AND POSITIVE SCHOOL/CLASS CULTURE: Each teacher will seek to reward students who behave or/and achieve academic success or improvement with positive reinforcement. This may include special privileges, special reward or relief from some limited amount of homework. Through positive reinforcement, we seek to perpetuate good behavior and academic improvement.


The faculty of Calvary Christian School will seek to develop a positive school/class culture. Peer influence in upper elementary, middle, and high school is a very powerful influence.


As a result, the faculty must create a set of circumstances that elevates students who show improvement as role models for fellow students. This will be done by contracting with each student. The contract will detail each area of a student’s life (i.e., spiritual, social, physical, and academics), and goals for those areas. Positive achievement on the contract will result in the student being allowed on our year-end international mission trip.

DEROGATORY REPORTS (D.R.’s)/DETENTION: A Derogatory Report (D.R.) will be given to students who violate certain school standards. D.R.’s will be counted in weekly cycles. If a student receives more than the number of D.R.’s allowed for his/her grade detention will be served the Wednesday following that week. The following chart shows the number of D.R.’s allowed as “grace” by grade:



7th Grade:

2 D.R.’s



8th Grade:

2 D.R.’s



9th - 12th Grades
                1 D.R.’s

For each D.R. received over the “grace” a student will serve “15 minutes” of detention.  Thus 3 D.R.’s above the “grace” limit will equal 45 minutes of detention. We believe the detention will be effective in reminding students that maintaining behavior standards at Calvary Christian School is not an option. Parents will receive the DR Report a day ahead of the detention date for their student. This must be signed and returned before a student can return to school.


The following general rules will apply. Students will receive a detailed explanation the first week of school regarding these rules:

( Be prepared for class.

( Obey classroom rules.

( Be respectful of others and property.

( Be in seat when bell rings.

( Take care of your stuff on your time.

( Negative comments will not be tolerated.


The following actions will result in suspension:  

( Rebellious Actions (Intentional Disobedience).

( Cheating.

( Cursing.

( Fighting with others.

( Excessive D.R.’s beyond “grace” or repeated detentions.


It is our goal to build a quality middle and high school programs, built on respect and obedience. We believe positive reinforcement, positive class culture, and our D.R. program will provide a framework to achieve this goal.

HONOR ROLL:  
The Calvary Christian Elementary, Middle and High School requirements for Honor Roll are to maintain an "A" or "B" average in all subjects for a quarter. This allows the student to make the quarterly Honor Roll. Year-end honor roll is earned by students who make two quarterly honor rolls and have all “A’s” and “B’s” as final course grades.

MIDDLE AND HIGH SCHOOL STUDENT PLEDGE:
All 6th through 12th grade student that attend the school will sign the following pledge. The student will either state that they take this pledge as their own and it is or is in the process of becoming a guide for their life OR they will sign that they understand the pledge will respect it as the standard at Calvary Christian School.
Fathers, do not exasperate your children; instead, bring them up in the

We believe that this is why we have been successful thus far as a school. ADMISSION TO CALVARY CHRISTIAN SCHOOL


Calvary Christian School is committed to entering into partnership with Christian parents who first and foremost desire a Christ-centered education for their student(s). Because of this, we believe that a large majority of students enrolled should represent homes in which are least one parent is a believer. Preference is given, therefore, to students from Christian homes and to brothers and sisters of student(s) already enrolled.  

Our transition four program (K4T), admits students who turn four between October 1 of the current year and March 31 of the following year. In order that students to enter our four-year old program, they must be four prior to October 1 of the current school year. The student must also be "potty trained" and be able to maintain proper behavior in the classroom. Generally, unless a special educational situation exists, the date of birth serves as the main qualifier for admission. 


For a student to enter our five-year old program, they must be five prior to October 1 just prior to the beginning of the school year of entrance. Exceptions are made if the student has attended another preschool or has been formally home-schooled prior to attending Calvary Christian School. However, no student will be allowed in our five-year-old program who has their fifth birthday on or after October 1st of the school year of admittance. These students will find our K4 program a challenging experience.

All students entering the Calvary Christian School elementary and middle school program will need to demonstrate that they are able to do the work at the grade level they are entering, as required by our school. They will also need to show  that they did not have discipline problems at their previous school and over the past three years.

Admission to the 9th through 12th grades is by invitation only at Calvary Christian School.  Students who are currently enrolled in 8th through 11th grades at Calvary Christian School will receive an invitation to return the following school year on or about February 1st of each year. Because this invitation will be issued after only two quarters of academic and social grades, it is issued based on continued satisfactory grades and behavior the balance of the school year.


All other high school students seeking admission who are not current students at Calvary Christian School will be reviewed by the school’s Senior Administrator.  The standards for admission include a written letter from the student’s pastor stating what he/she believes the student’s current relationship with the Lord as it is expressed in the applicant’s activity and attendance in church. An applicant must clearly demonstrate through current grades and/or test scores that they can do the work required by the advanced high school curriculum that is used by Calvary Christian School. Finally, an applicant must have had no disciplinary actions requiring administrative intervention at his or her previous school in the last three years

It is the administration’s goal to develop one of the finest, most disciplined and academically sound high schools in the area.  Therefore, admission standards will be high, and recruitment goals will have little impact on admission to the high school. An excellent student body along with highly qualified, skilled teachers will be the cornerstone that rest on the foundation of Christ’s teachings which will lead to Calvary Christian School reaching its desired goals for the high school.

READMISSION


Because we seek to provide an excellent Christian education in an environment that honors the Lord, a student’s readmission to Calvary Christian School will be contingent on four factors: 1) Good Behavior - Repeated office visits may eliminate a student from being readmitted; 2) Academic Progress - If a student is unable or unwilling to make visible academic progress, this may be cause for elimination of readmission; 3) Financial Responsibility - If the parents or guardian are repeatedly unfaithful in finances with the school, it will result in no readmission; and finally, 4) Parental Support - We seek to work on a team basis with parents, so it is important that the school elevate home. It is also important that the parents/home uplift the school/teacher in the eyes of their students. In the event that this sensitive balance is compromised, a student may not be readmitted to Calvary Christian School. The final decision on readmission rests with the administration of Calvary Christian School.

APPLICATION


An application must be completed each year and forwarded to the school with the appropriate Registration/Book Fee.

NON-DISCRIMINATORY POLICY


Calvary Christian School will admit students of any race, color, and ethnic origin to all the rights, privileges, programs, and activities made available to students at the school.

RECORDS


All students are required to present a copy of a physical examination which is no more than one year old.

FINANCIAL INFORMATION (Revised 2/18)

The following information explains the financial commitments that are involved in sending your student to our school. We feel that the rates are fair, but any cost is high when public education is available at no charge. Please be assured that all funds are carefully used and not wasted. We do so much with so little. Your sacrifice is appreciated by us, but it will be appreciated by your child even more once they are grown. Because we are a "Not for Profit" school and accept no money from the federal or state government, the school's financial health is in your hands. Prompt payments enable our school to remain healthy.
Tuition and Daycare payments may be paid in one of two methods for the 2018-2019 school year.

FIRST: Parents may choose to pay on "Annual Advance Payment" by February 28th, 2018. Under this method, Calvary Christian School discounts the normal tuition by the market interest rate at the time tuition rates are set (normally January). We accept "Advance Payments" to provide cash flow for large projects and improvements, as well as summer operating expenses. Thus, this method of payment benefits both parents and Calvary Christian School. Because tuition is discounted under this option, Calvary Christian School will limit payments received on an "Advance Basis" to $30,000 for the 2018-2019 school year. This will be done on a first come - first allowed basis. Because this year's amount has been reduced compared to previous years, we encourage parents that wish to receive the "advance pay" discount to register early.

SECOND: All families that do not pay an "Advance Payment" may pay on a monthly basis. The annual tuition/daycare may be paid on a ten month or twelve month basis by automated bank draft. We have retained the service of Evangelical Christian Credit Union the use of their ACH to manage our "Draft program." Under this program, the set amount of your tuition/daycare fees will be withdrawn electronically from your checking account on either the 1st, 5th, 10th, 20th, or 23rd  of each month. This is becoming a very common mode of payment and has been used for many years by banks for car loans and insurance companies for premium collection. By using the ACH payment method, the administration of Calvary Christian School hopes to eliminate uncollectible tuition/fees due the school. It will also help our school manage its cash flow on a more effective basis. The proper ACH Authorization Form is enclosed in your registration material and is required with an Initial Registration Application. We do not accept payment by check with a monthly invoice. All monthly payments must be made using the ACH method.

Notice Regarding Cash Payments

To provide accounting integrity, our faculty is not authorized to accept cash for payment of any fees due Calvary Christian School. Please write a check, purchase a money order, or authorize an additional ACH withdraw as a means of paying fees and charges due the school. 

Notice Regarding Daycare Charges

Daycare is provided by Calvary Christian School to facilitate a child being able to attend Calvary Christian School. Parents who have their student in daycare must pick them up by 4:45 if the student is enrolled in Class 1 PM Care OR 6:30 PM if the child is enrolled in Class 2 PM Care. Prompt pick-up is mandatory so that our day care faculty can go home and care for their own families.  An assessment of $5.00 for each fifteen minutes or part of 15 minutes a student is picked up beyond the 6:30 assigned time. These charges will be billed to a student’s account plus a $5 statement charge fee for each day that a late pick-up occurs. These fees are not intended to convey that picking a child up after the assigned time is acceptable. Repeated late arrivals will result in removal of daycare availability for that family. Please be sure that you use daycare in the appropriate manner. 

Notice Regarding Daily Lunch Charges

We realize that a student may forget their lunch or lunch ticket. The first lunch charge each school year will be added to a parent’s statement for the amount of the current lunch ticket. After this first charge, students who need to charge their lunch fee will be charged the current lunch ticket cost plus a Statement Charge Fee of $5 for each day a lunch charge occurs. This charge will be added to their statement. This change has become necessary because students have used the “daily charge” as a regular method of payment. This is unacceptable. The extra burden of paying for this service must be borne by the students who are not on the annual lunch contract who choose to use this method rather than bring a lunch ticket each school day. Obviously, with an $9.50 charge for lunch, we are trying to discourage this method of buying lunch. 
Notice Regarding Late Fees

There will be a $35 late fee charged to all accounts that are not current on the 23rd of each month. This includes accounts that are on ACH and have had a returned ACH or miscellaneous charges added to the account which have not been paid.
Notice Regarding Past Due Accounts

While we strongly believe in Christian education and feel that we offer an excellent value to the families that we serve, we cannot allow a family to go into debt, so they can provide a Christian education to their student. Please seek God in this area as you examine the benefits and count the cost involved in this type of education for your student. 

When a family’s statement shows charges that are more than 30 days old, a warning letter will be mailed to the parents. When an account is 40 days past due, a suspension notice will be given the parents stating that services will end in five days from the date of the notice. While we will do our best to work with a family that is going through a financial hardship, we can only do so if we are advised of the situation in advance. Should you foresee a problem meeting the financial obligations to the school, please send in a written note to the school’s senior administrator’s attention explaining the problem and your solution should you have one. You will then be contacted regarding the situation.  We seek to avoid interruptions to a student’s full school year of education.
Notice Regarding Missed School Days and Early Withdraw

All tuition and fees take into account holidays, snow days, sick days, and vacation days; thus, no adjustment will be made for any day that school is not held. No refund of tuition or daycare fees will be made once the school year begins. 

DOUBLE BUDGET PROCESS


Each year, the administration of Calvary Christian School will develop a two level budget. The base budget covers essential items that will be needed to provide an acceptable level of resources for the operation of Calvary Christian School. This budget will include all rent, utilities, salaries, benefits, transportation expenses, text books, insurance, basic teaching supplies, etc. The base budget of Calvary Christian School will be funded solely by registration fees, book fees, and tuition/daycare fees. 


The supplementary budget will include items that improve the over-all quality of the programs offered by Calvary Christian School. This budget will include building and grounds improvements, funding for retreats, the Thanksgiving Program, the yearend program, additional equipment such as computers, TV/VCR’s, lab materials such as microscopes, etc. All items will be given a priority code of 1-5.  “1” will be very important. “5” will be the least important.  All funding for this budget will come from three sources - fund raising, The GAP Program (see  below) and one time gifts. Expenditures will be made only if funds are available from these three funding vehicles.


There will be three fund raisers each year at Calvary Christian School.  While participation is voluntary, your help is needed and appreciated. There will be a fund raiser and our Annual Fund Drive held prior to Christmas. The final fund raiser will be held in February or March. The proceeds of these fund raisers will flow directly into the secondary budget. Certain student organizations from time to time may also have a fund raiser to meet their program needs (i.e.. sports, choir, missions teams, etc.)


The GAP Program is a new systematic way for families and friends of Calvary Christian School to make regular contributions to the school. All families should make a contribution to the school based on their financial means. This method allows those families who God has blessed abundantly to give according to how they have been blessed. Parents who struggle with meeting basic life needs should consider giving a modest monthly donation which the Word says God will honor. No one should give money that is earmarked as their tithe to their church. This GAP monthly offering will pass directly into the secondary school budget. It is the administration’s hope that $2,500 per month will be given through the GAP Program. Each dollar given will be directly invested into programs that will make Calvary Christian School a better place. If 50 families that send their children to Calvary next year, and the average monthly gift is $50.00 (with some families giving $10, some $25, and some $100) then $30,000 will be available to add great new teaching tools and programs to Calvary Christian School. Grandparents, alumni, and friends of our school are also encouraged to participate in the GAP Program.  


One-time gifts may be given to the school, and they will flow through the secondary budget.  These gifts may not formally designate a particular item or program for expenditure of the funds. These donations are tax-deductible.

THE ADMISSION PROCESS

1. Parents should review all information provided on the school’s website and within this student handbook.

2. The parent should complete the Initial Interest Form that is linked to the website. If internet access is limited or not available, then the parent should contact the school.

3. An admission interview should be scheduled. Report cards and standardized test score should be brought by the parent to this meeting along with a list of specific questions.

4. A testing session may be scheduled if deemed appropriate by the administration.

5. Parents should pray about the decision to proceed with enrollment and count the financial cost of providing this education for their child.

6. The school will send an email to the family informing the family of the admission decision.

7. The parent will then respond within five days by forwarding the appropriate book and registration fee to the school. The parent will also complete the online admission application.

8. Normal school communication will bring the family into the CCS community by providing opportunities and information.  The school will mail a detailed package of forms and information on July 1 and at the beginning of August.
