Faith — Trust in and to a set of core worldview beliefs or in a person.

Reason — The process of and then supporting, modifying, or

rejecting particular presuppositions.

Worldviews are formed through a series of that can run the
extent from very positive to very negative.

A Christian worldview is “A foundational set of assumptions which are derived from
concepts and principals to which one commits that serves as a framework for understanding and
interpreting reality and that deeply shapes one’s behavior.”

What can an understanding of worldview do for my life? 3 responses:

1. An understanding of worldview can give us internal stability by providing
