DETAILS

* We will be lodging at a nearby bunkhouse. The bunkhbouse
offers twin-sized beds. NOTE: Linens are not provided.

* Each evening, we will gather at the bunkhouse where we’ll
enjoy meals and conduct our “Manhood Discussions.”
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* You will need to bring your muzzleloader with case.

e Safety: During the retreat, safety harnesses are mandatory
while hunting from tree stands. You must bring and wear a
safety harness. Safety lifelines will be attached to every stand.




clean animals that we harvest but
we suggest that you bring a large
cooler to transport them home.

e Note: Guests are responsible for
cleaning their own animals, but 10
volunteers will assist if you need

help.

* Prior to allowing anyone to hunt,
each attendee will be required to
sign a liability waiver and show a
Valid Hunting License and permit
for the state of KY.

* If you violate a game law, you will
be asked to leave the retreat
without refund.



DETAILS

All Bucks Harvested Must Have at least 4 points on one side
and minimum inside spread of at least 15 inches.

During the retreat, each hunter will be allowed to harvest 1
doe and 1 buck (that meets the size requirements).

Payment will be collected before you leave the retreat.

NOTE: once you draw blood on a buck you are done hunting
for bucks on that retreat (even if we don’t find it).

* If you shoot a button buck on this retreat, either (1) that will
count as your buck for the retreat or (2) you must pay the
S500 fine.

» Before going back to the woods, the hunter must decide and
let IO know if they are going with option 1 or option 2.
