DETAILS

* We have a nice 10 bedroom lodge on the ranch. The lodge
offers twin and queen sized beds.

* Each evening we will gather at the lodge where we’ll enjoy
meals and conduct our “Manhood Discussions.”
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Archery Deer/Hog Retreat in Texas Hill Country

Cost: $1200 per man

* Costincludes:

e 3 full days of hunting

e 3 nights lodging included

* All meals and Snacks included
 Open to Men ages 18 and older
* Bows and crossbows allowed.

Cost DOES NOT include TX Hunting Licenses
Cost of Texas Hunting License (non resident) is $315



DETAILS

* You will need to bring your own bow or crossbow.
* We will mostly be hunting out of ground blinds near feeders.




DETAILS

* All Bucks Harvest must have at least 4 points on one side and
a minimum inside spread of at least 16 inches. During the
retreat, each hunter can harvest 1 buck (that meets the size
requirements) and 1 doe.

* NOTE: once you draw blood on a buck, you will only be

hunting doe and pig the rest of the retreat (even if we don’t
find your buck).



Button Bucks

* If you shoot a button buck on this retreat, either (1) that will
count as your buck for the retreat or (2) you must pay the
S500 fine.

» Before going back to the woods, the hunter must decide and
let IO know if they are going with option 1 or option 2.

e Pavment will be collected before vou leave the retreat.




Some exotic animals (like the ram below) may also be available for additional fee. Let us
know ahead of time if you are interested and we can give you details and pricing.




MANHOOD DISCUSSIONS
During our time together, we will gather as a group to
