Key Theme: “Renewing Our Purpose in Christ” 

 

PreK-Kindergarten: “Jesus Is My Friend” 

 

        •       Helpers: 2 helpers per group (1 storyteller, 1 craft leader) 

        •       Bible Verse: “Let the little children come to me…” (Matthew 19:14) 

        •       Materials: Coloring pages, crayons, glue, and paper cutouts of hearts and crosses 

        •       Activity: Create a “Friendship with Jesus” collage 

        •       Resources: Download coloring pages from Concordia Publishing House (CPH)

Grades 1-3: “Walking in God’s Light” 

 

        •       Helpers: 2 helpers per 10 students (1 guide, one activity leader) 

        •       Bible Verse: “Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my path.” (Psalm 119:105) 

        •       Materials: Small flashlights, Bible storybooks, poster board 

        •       Activity: Decorate a “Light of Jesus” banner 

        •       Resources: Order Bible storybooks from CPH 

 

Grades 4-5: “Rebuilding Our Faith” 

 

        •       Helpers: 2 helpers (1 discussion leader, one activity helper) 

        •       Bible Verse: “Do not fear, for I am with you.” (Isaiah 41:10) 

        •       Materials: Lego sets, journaling paper, markers 

        •       Activity: Build faith-themed structures with Legos 

        •       Resources: Purchase devotion journals from Lutheran Hour Ministries (LHM)

Grades 6-8: “Mission Possible: Revive!” 

 

        •       Helpers: 2 helpers (1 presenter, one tech assistant) 

        •       Bible Verse: “Go therefore and make disciples of all nations.” (Matthew 28:19) 

        •       Materials: Projector, YouTube videos on Lutheran missions, worksheets 

        •       Activity: Group discussion and mission goal-setting 

        •       Resources: Mission guides from LCMS Youth Ministry (https://www.lcms.org/youth-
