OLD TESTAMENT LESSON Isaiah 42:1-7

“Here is my servant, whom I uphold, my chosen one in whom I delight; my Spirit will be
on him, and he will bring justice to the nations. 2 He will not shout or cry out or raise his
voice in the streets. 3 A bruised reed he will not break, and a smoldering wick he will
not snuff out. In faithfulness he will bring forth justice; 4 he will not falter or be
discouraged till he establishes justice on earth. In his teaching the islands will put their
hope.” 5 This is what God the LORD says—the Creator of the heavens, who stretches
them out, who spreads out the earth with all that springs from it, who gives breath to its
people, and life to those who walk on it: 6 ™I, the Lord, have called you in
righteousness; I will take hold of your hand.

NEW TESTAMENT LESSON Romans 6: 1-5, 10-11

What shall we say, then? Shall we go on sinning so that grace may increase? 2 By no
means! We died to sin; how can we live in it any longer? 3 Or don't you know that all of
us who were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? 4 We were
therefore buried with him through baptism into death in order that, just as Christ was
raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life. 5 If we
have been united with him like this in his death, we will certainly also be united with him
in his resurrection. ... 10 The death he died, he died to sin once for all; but the life he
lives, he lives to God. 11 In the same way, count yourselves dead to sin but alive to God
in Christ Jesus.
