FIRST LESSON   Psalms 33:10‑22 
 
The LORD foils the plans of the nations; he thwarts the purposes of the peoples. 11But 
the plans of the LORD stand firm forever, the purposes of his heart through all 
generations. 12Blessed is the nation whose God is the LORD, the people he chose for 
his inheritance. 13From heaven the LORD looks down and sees all mankind; 14from his 



dwelling place he watches all who live on earth‑‑ 15he who forms the hearts of all, who 
considers everything they do. 16No king is saved by the size of his army; no warrior 
escapes by his great strength. 17A horse is a vain hope for deliverance; despite all its 
great strength it cannot save. 18But the eyes of the LORD are on those who fear him, 
on those whose hope is in his unfailing love, 19to deliver them from death and keep 
them alive in famine. 20We wait in hope for the LORD; he is our help and our shield. 
21In him our hearts rejoice, for we trust in his holy name. 22May your unfailing love rest 
upon us, O LORD, even as we put our hope in you.

Dear friends, I urge you, as aliens and strangers in the world, to abstain from sinful 
desires, which war against your soul. 12Live such good lives among unbelievers that, 
though they accuse you of doing wrong, they may see your good deeds and glorify 
God on the day he visits us. 13Be subject for the Lord's sake to every human 
institution, whether it be to the emperor as supreme, 14or to governors, who are sent 
by him to punish those who do wrong and to commend those who do right. 15For it is 
God's will that by doing good you should silence the ignorant talk of foolish men. 16Live 
as free men, but do not use your freedom as a cover up for evil; live as servants of 
God. 17Show proper respect to everyone: Love the brotherhood of believers, fear God, 
honor the king.

THE HOLY GOSPEL   Mark 12:13-17

you trying to trap me?" he asked. "Bring me a denarius and let me look at it."  16They 
brought the coin, and he asked them, "Whose portrait is this?  And whose inscription?"  
"Caesar's," they replied.  17Then Jesus said to them, "Give to Caesar what is Caesar's 
and to God what is God's."  And they were amazed at him.
