➢ Pray for clarity as to what God wants them to do (and not do) in each situation. 
➢ Pray for the missionaries throughout the region to be faithful ministers of the Gospel. 
➢ Pray for the Christian chaplains in the Ukrainian military for wisdom to counsel and bring truth 

and hope from the Scriptures regarding Christ and everlasting life and hope in Him. 
➢ Pray that believers would fight the good fight of faith and encourage one another in the        

Scriptures and in prayer. 
➢ Pray that believers would be strengthened by the Holy Spirit to withstand all things; to endure   

in the faith; and to persevere through physical pain and hardship -- that they would shine as       
beacons of God’s grace and love! 

➢ Pray that believers would not be controlled by fear; that their mind would be controlled by God’s 
Word; and their confidence would be in Him for every situation. 

➢ Pray that believers would take advantage of every Gospel opportunity and speak God’s Word and 
God’s Gospel with boldness and confidence. 

➢ Pray for God’s protection. 
➢ Pray that God would provide the needed supplies for His people -- especially for warmth as it is 

very cold. 
➢ Pray that there would be no sickness -- again, as it is very cold and people are in the elements.

➢ Pray that God would use this tragedy to turn to the furtherance of the Gospel. 
➢ Pray for the salvation of souls — including soldiers — from Ukraine as well as Russia and Belarus!

➢ May God take the horrors of war to reveal the wickedness of man’s heart and lead souls to God’s 

plan of redemption through the cross of Christ.
