Notes
1. Two known exemplifications were held in Charleston, SC in 1921 and 1946 respectively. These were prior to the South
Carolina District being formed. Prior to that time, South Carolina and Georgia were combined. (This info provided by

SK, James P. Anderson.)

2. There is a photo of an exemplification held on May 2, 1920 in Columbia, SC. While SK James P. Anderson had no
informaitionon this exemplification. The photo is hung at St. Peters Catholic Church on Assembly Street, in Columbia, SC.
It is a photo of over 100 men in tails or military uniform outside of St. Peters, and is identified as a 4th Degree
Exemplification.

3. #35 is the first document numbered exemplification. It is not sure how that number was derived. All numbers in this
table previous to that were guesses knowing the first nine exemplifications and counting backward from 34 to 16.
Obviously, there is a disconnect. In all likelihood, the number 35 was most probably incorrect. However, for continuity,
we continue to use the present numbering.
