“..sprinkled from an evil conscience,” (Hebrews
10:22). Like a divine “blood donation,” only the
blood of God’s Son “sprinkled” on our hearts can
take away our guilty conscience (page 8 of this
booklet).

(John 5:24).

Read and believe the following truths from God’s
word, the Holy Bible...




God created the universe by His Word.

“And God said, Let there be light: and there
was light.” (Genesis 1:3)

Jesus Christ is the Word of God.

“In the beginning was the Word, and the
Word was with God, and the Word was
God...And the Word was made flesh, and
dwelt among us,” (John 1:1, 14)
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After death, there will be a judgment.

“... 1t is appointed unto men once to die, but after
this the judgment:” (Hebrews 9:27)

God will judge us by His Word.

Jesus said, “He that rejecteth me, and receiveth
not my words, hath one that judgeth him: the word
that I have spoken, the same shall judge him in
the last day.” (John 12:48)

What word did Jesus speak?

Jesus said, “And this 1s the will of him that sent
me, that every one which seeth the Son, and
believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I
will raise him up at the last day.”

(John 6:40)

Do you believe God can keep His word forever?
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God Gave humans an eternal soul.

“And the Lord God formed man of the dust of
the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the

breath of life; and man became a living soul.”
(Genesis 2:7)

After death, it is too late for you to
decide your soul’s destiny.

“And many of them that sleep in the dust of the
earth shall awake, some to everlasting life, and

some to shame and everlasting contempt.”
(Daniel 12:2)

Fools will mock God, but the wise will
heed God’s warning.

Jesus warned, “...fear him which is able to
destroy both soul and body in hell.”
(Matthew 10:28)
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All humans are born into sin.

“...and so death passed upon all men,
for that all have sinned:” (Romans 5:12)

Only God’s Son can take away sin.

“For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall
all be made alive.” (1 Corinthians 15:22)

by him, and the world knew him not. He came unto
his own, and his own received him not. But as
many as received him, to them gave he power to
become the sons of God, even to them that believe
on his name:” (John 1:14, 10-12)
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Jesus warned that without Him,
sinners would go to hell forever.

“Jesus answered and said... He that
believeth on the Son hath everlasting life:
and he that believeth not the Son shall
not see life; but the wrath of God abideth
on him.” (John 3:10, 36)

“Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the
truth, and the life: no man cometh unto
the Father, but by me.” (John 14:6)

“Then shall he say also unto them on the
left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into
everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and
his angels: ” (Matthew 25:41)
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The Blood of
Jesus Christ saves
sinners from hell.

“,..1t 1s the blood that
maketh an atonement

for the soul.”
(Leviticus 17:11)

“..when I see the blood,

I will pass over you...”
(Exodus 12:13)

“...the blood of
Jesus Christ his
Son cleanseth us

from all sin.”
(1John 1:7)
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After 3 days, Jesus Christ rose from
the dead.

“And God hath both raised up the Lord,

and will also raise up us by his own power.”
(1 Corinthians 6:14)

“Jesus said unto her, I am the
resurrection, and the life: he that believeth
in me, though he were dead, yet shall he
live:” (John 11:25)

“For if we believe that Jesus died and rose
again, even so them also which sleep in
Jesus will God bring with him.”

(1 Thessalonians 4:14)
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Only repentant sinners can
receive salvation.

Repentant sinners are those who truly want to be
saved from their sins. “God...commandeth all
men everywhere to repent - (Acts 17:30)

We receive the FREE gift of eternal
salvation by believing God’s Word.

“That whosoever believeth in him should not
perish, but have eternal life. For God so loved
the world, that he gave his only begotten Son,
that whosoever believeth in him should not
perish, but have everlasting life.” (John 3:15-16)
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“I want to be saved from my sin, and I
trust in Jesus Christ. Am I saved?”

The Bible promises ETERNAL LIFE to all who
truly and sincerely trust the gospel, which is the
death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus Christ
God’s Son. “For I am not ashamed of the gospel of
Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to
every one that believeth.” (Romans 1:16)

God sees the sincere believer’s faith and puts into
that person His Holy Spirit. This begins your
personal relationship with God. “...But this spake
he of the Spirit, which they that believe on him
should receive:” (John 7:39)

“But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so
be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any
man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of

his.” (Romans 8:9) 1

Will a person without Christ go to hell after death?
Yes. Hell will be a terrible place filled with pain and
sorrow beyond any human’s comprehension. The worst
fact about hell is that it lasts forever. Read Revelation
14:11 and Revelation 20:10-15

What are God’s conditions for having everlasting life?
Believe the truth about His Son Jesus Christ. The truth
is that Jesus Christ died for our sins, was buried, then
rose from the dead three days later to offer eternal life
to all who believe. Read John 3:36

What happens to a person after they believe the gospel
of Jesus Christ? All who truly believe the gospel become
“born again” or “born from above.” This means God
sends His Holy Spirit to live inside of you, sealing you
as His child forever. Read John 7:39, 2 Corinthians 1:22,

Ephesians 4:30, and 2 Corinthians 5:17



How do I know if I truly have everlasting life? The only
way to know for sure if you are “born from above” is to
believe the gospel (death, burial, and resurrection) of
Jesus Christ. Read 1 John 5:10-15

What cleanses us from all sin? The shed blood of Jesus
Christ. Read John 1:29 and 1 John 1:7

Is God’s love for everyone? Yes. Read John 3:16

Is it enough to try to keep the commandments? No.
Read James 2:10

Is there anything a person can do to pay for sin other
than believe / trust the gospel of Jesus Christ? No.

Read Ephesians 2:8-9

Will Jesus ever turn someone away? No. When a
person receives Jesus Christ as their personal Saviour,
they become “born again.” Spiritually, they are born
from above and become a member of God’s family.
Read John 6:37, 2 Corinthians 5:17 and John 1:12
